MARCH 5, 2012

We would like to remind our parents of the new
tuition rates which begin the week of March 5, 2012.
Due to the increase in the minimum wage rate, we
have found it necessary to raise tuition rates. Our
center works very hard to keep costs as low as
possible. We are very fortunate to have such a
supportive church family which has assisted with the
purchase of our new cribs and buggies. However,
with the upcoming minimum wage increase, we have
found it necessary to raise tuition. The new rates will
be as follows:

e Infant Room-$146.00 per week

e Toddler Room-$141.00 per week

e Preschool Room-$131.00 per week

e Before School-$55.00 per week

o After School-$60.00 per week

e Before and After School-$85.00 per week
e Summer School Age-$125.00 per week

Yearly registration fees will remain the same.
